1. Teachers/advisors will assume full responsibility that delegates abide by the Georgia TSA dress code and code of
behavior at all times including travel to and from conference.

2. All delegates shall behave in a courteous manner and refrain from language and/or actions that could bring discredit
upon them, their school and/or TSA. Delegates should wear name badges at all times except in sleeping quarters.

3. Delegates shall be fully clothed at all times outside of living quarters. This includes movement between rooms.

4. Delegates agree not to consume or have in possession any alcoholic beverages or non-prescription narcotics, gam-
ble, smoke or use other tobacco products during the conference.
